Game Format: 

• Mites   3 periods/12 minutes each 
• Squirts   3 periods/12 minutes each 
• Pee Wees  3 periods/13 minutes each   
• Bantams  3 periods/15 minutes each 
• Midgets  3 periods/15 minutes each 
• Girls U19  3 periods/15 minutes each 

 
Tournament Rules: 

• All games will be played according to USA Hockey rules. 
• All players, coaches, and officials will be registered and certified by USA Hockey 

for the current season. 
• Teams must bring both light and dark jerseys. They are also required to be 

prepared to step on the ice 15 minutes prior to scheduled start time. 
• There will be no overtime in the round-robin play. In the event of a tie at the end 

of regulation in the championship game, the teams will play a five-minute, 
sudden death overtime period. If the game is still tied at the end of the additional 
five minutes, then a five player shootout will occur to determine the winner. 

• Fighting will not be tolerated. Players receiving fighting majors will be ejected 
from the tournament without chance for appeal. 

• USA Hockey�s Zero Tolerance policy will be enforced with all spectators during 
all games. 

• Tournament Director has final say on all suspensions, rule changes, and disputes.  
 
Tie Breakers: 

• Teams will be awarded two points for a win, one point for a tie, and zero points 
for a loss. 

• In the final round-robin standings, the tie breakers will be as such: 
o Points 
o Wins 
o Head to Head (void if a three-way tie) 
o Total Goals Against 
o Fewest Total Penalty Minutes 
o Coin Toss
